· Students need to be exposed to these types of questions

· Teachers require much more flexibility in order to spend time on this type of problem

· Farmer Jack problem has ambiguity in the question, especially at the student level

· Farmer Jack had many interpretations – What is meant by “same amount each year” and “good farmer”?

· You can continue to revisit the problems in order to challenge students

· The problems could be extended ie. In the Car-boat problem could ask for the rate the car travelled or what if the height of the dock is changed

· Both problems have different solution strategies – the car-boat problem was singled out as having a wider variety of strategies

· Students need to see the variety of methods – actual model, sketchpad, etc

· Different approaches can lead to students to a deeper understanding and help them to move towards the abstract 

· Car-boat problem was much more accessible 

· Both questions could be scaffolded to help students ie. The Car-boat could include some numbers to focus students. A model could help the visual learners. For Farmer Jack, the teacher may remind students of their toolbox or point out some of the ambiguities
