The project, named DESCANT- SciTech (Designing E-learning Systems to 
Celebrate and Nuture Teaching- in Science and Technology) is an 
Australian Research Council (ARC) partnership between the University of 
Technology, Sydney (UTS) and the NSW Department of Education and 
Training. Its main aim is to explore the worth of an innovative, 
future-orientated strategy for scaling up teacher professional 
development in elementary Science and Technology education in a large, 
operationally diverse and geographically diffuse education system. The 
project's design is fundamentally based upon a community approach, with 
the collective of teachers taking responsibility for designing and then 
'evolving' an e-learning environment that meets their professional 
development needs. My doctoral work within this project casts an 
empirical and theoretical lens upon the manner in which teachers learn 
within the collective, and as a collective. I am particularly interested 
in the manner in which the e-learning design of the teachers (and its 
underlying architecture) may capture this progression of learning. 
Currently I have been working to develop a model for analysing the 
progression of this learning, at a collective level, based upon an 
innovative generative theory of learning that has been developed by our 
research group.
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
